Lesson 16:  Enjoy the Many Forms of Art

Purpose: The objective of the lesson is to have the students think about the various forms of art and how it enhances our lives. 

Discussion: Ask questions about the definition of art (below) as you read it to the students (“what are senses”, “is music art?”).


Definition of Art:  Art refers to a diverse range of human activities, creations, and expressions that are appealing or attractive to the senses or have some significance to the mind of an individual. The word "art" may be used to cover all or any of the arts, including music, literature and other forms. It is most often used to refer specifically to the visual arts, including media such as painting, sculpture, and printmaking. However it can also be applied to forms of art that stimulate the other senses, such as music, an auditory art.  Art is a creative form of expression and a way to share our emotional experiences with others. 
Activities: Use the handouts during the lesson.
· List the different types of art on the board and ask the students to name them - visual arts (painting, sculpture) and performing arts (music, dance, acting). 

· Discuss what types of art the students like and participate in. 

· Ask the students what they think the purpose of art is; and why do humans create art? 

· Ask them if they think literature is art and if they know specific examples. 

· Ask them about architecture and if they think it is a form of art. 

Conclusion/Review of Topic: This is a good topic to use in conjunction with a local community fine arts event. Encourage the students to try as many different areas of art as possible until they find one that interests them and best suits them.  If they practice, they will have the joy of being able to express themselves creatively. *Winners enjoy the arts and learn to express themselves creatively.
