Lesson 26:  Learn However, Whenever, Wherever You Can
Purpose:  Teach the students that learning is life long and takes place everywhere, not only in the classroom. Explain the importance of students recognizing “how, when, and where” they can learn both inside and outside the classroom.

Discussion/Activities:  Ask the students “how,” “when” and “where” they learn. Add examples they might not have considered, including museums, libraries, home, festivals, lessons (such as music, swimming, dance), the zoo, the internet, talking to other people about their jobs or hobbies. Remind them that adults continue to learn throughout their lives. Emphasize the importance of reading, of having a good education, and staying in school. Being a good listener is important for learning. Use handouts.

Option 1 - How to be a good listener (list capitalized words on the board):


      LOOK at the person who is talking.


      LISTEN and don’t interrupt


      ASK questions to find out more


      NOD or say something to show you understand


      REPEAT what you heard in your own words

Ask the students to give examples of someone getting mad at them for not listening to them. Ask them how it feels when someone won’t listen to their ideas or opinions. What are some reasons some people don’t listen (list the reasons on the board). What’s wrong with not listening when someone is talking? Is there a difference between hearing and listening? Ask if the students have ever had a misunderstanding because they didn’t listen carefully or because somebody didn’t listen to them. When somebody is not listening to you, what can you do to get them to listen?

Option 2 - Ask a student to describe a favorite activity and tell why he or she likes it. Then ask the other students (by raising their hands to participate one at a time) to re-state what was said by saying “I heard you say that…”  .

Option 3 - The following activity has to be controlled for safety, but it is fun and helps with listening skills - with permission from the teacher and/or the principal, take in a friendly pet with a short written description of the breed or animal (find it on Google). Set the expectation that the lesson is about listening and if they don’t listen, they can not touch the animal. Have several students take turns reading the description out loud while the rest of the class listens. Then ask questions about what they read and if they answered 

all of the questions correctly, let them pet or play with the animal. Keep the questions easy so they can win!

Conclusion/Review of Topic:  Remind the students that winners always look for opportunities to learn. *Winners learn however, whenever, wherever they can!
