Lesson 27: Save for Tomorrow

Purpose: Explain to the students the importance of saving money for the future. Help them understand the importance of saving for others as well as themselves. The world is dependent on money: jobs, food, clothes, houses, school, games, toys, etc. Talk about the money they earn and the importance of saving their money, not always spending it right away and trying to have at least a little money set aside for “emergencies.” Introduce saving for others who are not as fortunate and don’t have money for emergencies.

Discussion/Activities: 

· Ask the students how many of them consider themselves to be savers and what that means to them. Ask if any have a savings account and what they are saving for. Do they have long term goals of saving for something special; college or a special gift? Do they believe saving is important?

· The following is an example of the power of doubling (math reinforcement) and to get children thinking about the tactics of saving.  Ask the children which they would prefer, if they were given a million dollars today or if they were given a magic penny that doubles itself every day for thirty days.  Have them help with the math and use the board.  It is an exciting and fun lesson for them. 
· Have the students give examples of how they can save money. (Putting extra change in a jar, putting money in a bank, setting aside at least a dollar from each time they earn money). Help the students choose a way they can save and encourage them to do it. Make a classroom piggy bank where students can put money every week or see if your local bank has paper piggy banks. Plan what to do with the money at the end of the year.

Conclusion/Review of Topic: Review the importance of money in our society. Remind the students how they should save money for themselves as well as for others.  Winners know the importance of saving money and taking time to set aside money for emergencies. *Winners remember to save money for themselves and others.
