Lesson 4: Manners Matter

Purpose: Teach students that the way they speak to others is important and what it means to use proper manners. Let them know that it is always right to be respectful and use words like please, thank you, excuse me, you’re welcome, and may I. Introduce what manners are and that there are multiple types of manners. Let them know that in order to receive respect, they need to show respect through manners.

Activities:  Ask the students what their manner words are. Write these suggestions on the board, and then choose one or all of the following activities to demonstrate the lesson. Use the handouts for reinforcement. 

Option 1 - Take an example of a place setting (plate, knife, fork, spoon, napkin, glass or cup) with you and have them set a table properly. Discuss the different forms of table manners listed in your binder.

· Ask three students to sit at a table with you.  Ask the others to stand around the table so everyone can see. First, have the students at the table demonstrate GOOD manners.  

· Then, act out BAD manners, such as talking with your mouth full, reaching over someone, slurping the soup, etc. Have those standing verbalize what you are doing wrong. (They LOVE this and really get “into it.”)

Option 2 - Have two students stand with their arms out pretending they are double doors. 

· Have other students walk toward the door together to jam, crowd, and push to get through. (very bad manners)

· Next demonstrate courtesy of opening the door for others. Ask them which way makes them feel better and shows more respect to others.
Option 3 - Role play how they should act on the school bus by using 4 chairs in front of the room, asking 3-4 students to pretend they have bad manners and act out how that looks and feels. 

· Then ask the same students to pretend they have good manners and act out how that looks and feels.

· Ask the students to explain the consequences of each scenario and how bad manners on a bus could be dangerous and cause an accident.

Conclusion/Review of Topic: Remind the students to be polite and mind their manners all the time because it will help their self-esteem and confidence. *Winners use manners.
